M Sending an article to TAA newsletter via
Terminal program in Windows by Victor Chou

Thanks to everyone who has contributed to the
Taiwanese newsletter. Mr. Lee has received many articles
from many people. However, many of the English articles
have to be retyped into his computer, taking up a large
amount of time. Mr. Lee and I have come up with some
basic instructions for those of you who have written articles
in English and who are using IBM compatible computers
with modems and Windows. If you have a setup other than
the one that is described below, call me at 978-0461 to see if
you can contribute your article in a different medium.

Setup: IBM compatible PC, modem, Windows, Terminal

1. Call Mr. Lee on the phone so he can set up his
computer. (664-7113)

2. Turn on your computer and load Windows.

3. Activate your word processor and save the article as a
TEXT (txt) file. (consult your word processor manual)

4. Activate the Terminal program. (look in the
Accessories group and double-click on Terminal)

5. Pull down the menu Settings, and go to
Communications.

6. Set baud rate to 1200, data bits to 8, stop bits to 1,
parity to None, and click on OK.

7. Pull down the menu Settings, and go to Text Transfers.

8. Set Standard Flow Control, and click on OK.

9. Pull down the menu Phone, and go to Dial.

10. Type in Mr. Lee's number and click on OK. (664-7113)

11. Follow the prompted message after you have made the
connection. You should type in you first and last
names, and then type Y.

12. Type in your first name as the password. If it asks you
for verification, type your first name again.

13. Type U and then A.

14. Type the name of the file and then a description of the
file.

15. Pull down the menu Transfers, and then Send Text File.

16. Make sure that the two boxes Append LF and Strip LF
are empty. (they should not have and X in either onc)

17.Find and highlight the file you want to send and then
click OK. (-

18. After the file is sent, hit Enter on your keyboard twice.

19. Type G to exit.

20. Pull down the menu Phone, and then select Hangup.

21. Pull down the menu File, and then Exit to exit
Terminal.

M Proposition 187: ~

More Problems than Solutions by Issure Chen

On November 8, California voters overwhelmingly
approved a measure that would deny most medical care,
basic human and social services, and education to
undocumented immigrants and their children. This law
does not address solutions on how to curb the influx of
illegal immigrants into the United States but how to
discriminate and promote immigrant-bashing.

It is a shame that with economic and budgetary woes
many begin to target immigrants, illegal or not, as the root
of all their problems. As a ‘foreigner’ you are looked upon
as someone who has taken jobs away, someone who takes
advantage of the public health and social services, someone
who... And don't think that because you are
'‘Americanized’ that you won't be targeted. Should we
forget that America was built by immigrants? The only
thing that has changed have been the faces of the "new"
immigrants, they are more distinguishable by their skin
color and accents.

Proposition 187 violates federal laws guaranteeing due
process and basic civil rights. It only promotes prejudice,
xenophobia, scapegoating, witch hunting, discrimination,
whatever you want to call it, it creates more distrust and
raises suspicions. In fact, Proposition 187 creates new
problems.  The law would require untrained public
employees and private health care providers to become INS
officers overnight making arbitrary decisions based on skin



color, accent, ethnic names or English fluency (or should I
dare say opinion).

By excluding children from school, the Proposition will
only create a class of underprivileged illiterates. And at
what costs will that be? What might the future hold for
these innocent children? Crime or is it the perpetuation of a
lower class? These future costs are being circumvented now
by educating them.

The Proposition denies any health care to anyone
suspected of being an undocumented immigrant in
California. Californians are ignoring the old adage, "An
ounce of prevention is worth of a pound of cure."
Preventive health care is the key to early detection and
curbing high medical costs.

Proposition 187 may be a measure on the other coast
and is aimed at illegal immigrants; but, it is easy for
someone to get caught up in the anti-immigrant sentiment.
Regardless of how hard we work and how many
contributions we make to the United States, Proposition 187
encourage Americans to look at the skin color and English
fluency as a determination of citizenship.

There is a strong need to curb illegal immigration but
Proposition 187 is NOT the answer. Proposition 187 is not a
solution to the illegal immigration problem; it sends a
message of mistrust and hostility among races. Let's put a
stop to the finger pointing and racial discrimination.

M Interracial Marriage by Oliver Tseng

I have reached an interesting point in my life. I have
already graduated from college, worked for several years,
bought a car, bought a computer, and bought a house. What
is next? I know what most of you are thinking - find a wife
of course. Find a wife. Yes, I'm at that age where I should
start thinking about such things. As a matter of fact, a lot
of my Taiwanese friends that I grew up with are already or
will be married soon.

There will be a lot of issues that I'll have to confront.
And one issue I have to confront is what race she might be
from. She might be someone with ancestors from Taiwan
or she might be someone with ancestors from Tennessee or
Turkey or Timbuktu.

For some of us here, race is not an issue at all. But [
imagine that it is an important issue with a lot of people
here.

I think this is one of the most difficult subjects to talk
about. Especially as a speech where everyone will hear my
opinion on this subject.

This subject is where our deep-seated values meet the
facts of life. This subject is where the expectations of the
first generation often conflict with the realities of the second
generation.

However, like a lot of difficult issues, we are often guilty
of avoiding confronting them by simply ignoring them. We
believe the issues will somehow get their own without even

“— trying to face them straight in the face.

So that is why we are speaking about this issue. It is an
issue that several of us are having to deal with right now
and many more will have to deal with in the future.

So, let me talk about the conflicts about this issue. I see
it mainly as a conflict between the first generation and the
second.

How do the first generation feel about this issue? I'm
not exactly sure since I haven't talked to a lot of parents
about it, but let me share what I think how they feel about
it.

If you were to ask any parent what would be the most
important thing about their children's marriage, what would
they say? I think they would most likely say that they would
want their son or daughter to be happy with their marriage.
But... in the back of the parent's mind that means being
married to a well educated, financially securely, Taiwanese
girl or boy.

I think that most parents have a strong desire for their
children to marry other Taiwanese people. It may be the
number one criteria for some.

But why do they feel this way? Why would they want
their son or daughter to marry someone that's Taiwanese?

I think the main reason is because the family is by far
the most important thing among the Taiwanese. And not
just among Taiwanese, but also among most Asians.

Not only does one man and one women get married, but
so do the two families. The parents want to have a close
relationship with the son or daughter-in-law and also the
other in-laws. You can see this since there is practically a
Taiwanese name for every single relative. (examples here)
And they also want to pass on the Taiwanese heritage,
culture, and language. And you can see this by all the
Taiwanese summer camps and Taiwanese conferences and
Taiwanese organizations there are. How many people are
involved with Asian camps or American conferences or
even Chinese organizations?

So, how do second generations feel about this issue?
Well, I can't speak for everybody, but I can tell you from the
viewpoint that I see it.

If you were to ask someone in the second generation
what would be the most important thing in a marriage, they
would also probably say that they are both happy. But in
the back of their minds, one of the requirements for
happiness will probably not include someone that is
Taiwanese.

It is inevitable that eventually our future families in this
room will lose the Taiwanese culture.

Even if I do marry someone that's Taiwanese, will my
children? And if my children also marry another
Taiwanese, will my grandchildren? Again, living in
America, it's a fact that we will gradually lose the
Taiwanese culture and gradually become part of the
American culture.

We will not lost it immediately, but it will gradually be
lost. It cannot be realistically prevented. The only way to
prevent it is to move back to Taiwan. It is unrealistic
thinking that living in the US and adapting to society that
we can completely hold on to the Taiwanese culture.



But how do I feel about it? Do I don't care what race my
future wife is from or do I want to marry someone that is
Taiwanese?

It's interesting that my parent have never told me what
type of person I should marry. They haven't even hinted
that I should marry a Taiwanese girl. They might've
introduced me to some Taiwanese single women, but
they've never said that I should marry someone who is
Taiwanese.

Yet, I want to marry someone that's Taiwanese. And I
most likely will. Why do I feel this way if my parents have
said nothing about it? I think because they've done
something more effective than saying I should. They have
brought me up having lots of Taiwanese friends. Growing
up, it scemed like every single weekend we went to picnic,
or a party, or a conference, or spend the night, or something
with other Taiwanese people. And since it's the group I
associate with the most, it's the group I feel comfortable
with the most. We all share the same values and beliefs and
background.

I remember two Christmas's ago, our family was
together in Houston and we visited a lot of people. And
interestingly, we visited a lot of families that had single out-
of-college daughters, they never pressured me into pursuing
a Taiwanese girl. But I'm grateful for the help anyway in
helping me find a wife.

And my parents aren't the only ones helping me. It
seems like several other Taiwanese mothers, several in this
room, like to see me marry a Taiwanese girl. And it's been
sort of fun watching them help me. But I'm also glad that
they are so trying to find a good girlfriend for me.

Let me end my speech by giving some suggestions and
how to help ease the tension between the first generation
and second generation about interracial relationships.

Some advice for the second generation. Don't just think
about yourselves. Think about the wishes of your parents
too. Don't just think about yourself happy, but also think
about what would make your parents happy. Wouldn't it be
great if in addition to you liking your wife or husband, that
your parents would also truly love him or her as much as
you do?

Some advice for the parents. Don't push your kids into
marrying any particular type of person. You might be able
to eventually convince them to marry some, but later your
son or daughter will feel that they didn't make the decision
and might resent it. But, it can encourage them to meet
other Taiwanese people.

But in conclusion, mutual respect is what is most
important. Consider the feclings of the other and don't just
think things always has to go your own way.
