A STATEMENT OF TAIWANESE SEF-DETERMINATIUN

in light of the death of Chiang Kai-shek and President Ford's visit

to China, more than 300 Taiwanese living in Texas and nearby states

held a conference in Houston on May 17, 1975. The purpose of this

conference and the Taiwanese Conference for Self-Determination to

be held today in Washington, D.C., is to demand the right to self-

determination for 16 million Taiwanese people who have been domi-

nated by foreign and imposing powers for centuries. We want partic-

ularly the governments of the United States, the People’s Republic of

China and Nationalist China to realize the following:

® We, the people of Taiwan, have a strong desire and determination
to form a country of our own. Unless and until the right to self-

I determination is fulfilled, there will be no peace in Taiwan.
® We understand the necessity for the United States to establish
relationships with the People’s Republic of China. However, this
must not be done at the expense of Taiwanese people.

® We want the government of the People’s Republic of China to
recognize the fact that the spirit of nationalism is immortal. This
spirit has kept the oppressed people of Taiwan fighting for years
and years. The people of Taiwan will not succumb to coercion. We
continue to struggle until an independent country of our own is
established.

3 ® In order to prevent internal turmoil or even bloodshed from

happening in Taiwan, the government of Nationalist China must

immediately take the following measures:

(1) Declare Taiwan as a new country independent of China.

(2) Terminate the quarter-century long martial law and the

surveillance policy.
(3) Release all political prisoners and restore civil rights.
(4) Abolish one-party government and conduct free elections.

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STATEMENT

In light of the recent severance of diplomatic relations between Chiang's
regime and the U.S.A., and the establishment of full diplomatic tie between
the mainland China and the U.S.A., more than 300 Taiwanese living in the State
of Texas and vicinity in the United States held a convention to discuss the
current change of events and the future of Taiwan in Houston on December 30,
1979. We realize that the now ruling regime of Chiang uses the myth of "Recovery
of China" as an excuse to practice a '"Dictatorial Government" in Taiwan. Its
pretensions of representing China has placed Taiwan in a state of diplomatic
isolation with the U.S.A. and the rest of world. This development has greatly
endangered the people on Taiwan, should this regime stay in power.

Ladies and gentleﬁen, I was born in 1939, when I was born, I was a
citizen of the Great Japanese Empire.

Now the People's Republic of China wants to
control Taiwan to make me become a citizen of the People's Republic of China.

When my grandfather was born, he was a citizen of Manchu Regime, In
1895, he suddenly became a citizen of the Great Japanese Empire. 1In 1945,
he became a citizen of the Republic of China.

When my great great grandfather was born, he was a citizen of Holland.
At that time, Dutch controlled Taiwan. Ladies and gentlemen, why I talked
about my personal family history on this occasion. Because this is not only
my family history, all Taiwanese people in Taiwan shared the similar history.
Would you please look at this table here?

In 1624  Dutch controlled Taiwan.

In 1662 Kusinga controlled Taiwan. He was expelled from mainland
China.

In 1683 Manchulean controlled Taiwan after they conquerred China.

In 1895 Japan controlled Taiwan.

In 1945 The Republic of China controlled Taiwan.

From 1979 The People's Republic of China wants to control Taiwan.

The question is who owns Taiwan. These Red Chinese and Nationalist Chinese
said Taiwan is part of China. However, we, 18 million Taiwanese people,
said Taiwan should belong to Taiwanese people.

About 10 years ago, there were some organization called "World United
Formosan for Independence', established in several countries. These
organization were organized for the purpose to promote the "Independent
Taiwan'. We would like to establish the democratic and independent Taiwan
free from control either by Red Chinese or by Nationalist Chinese. Thank you.

Now, I would like to introduce the second speaker, Mr. Chang. He is
indeed well respected by our people. Mr Chang came to this country in June
1977 under a very unique circumstance, he is now residing in New York, and
participates actively in the movement of Taiwan Independence. Before coming
to this country, Mr. Chang was the editor of Taiwan Political Review, which
was a monthly publication well liked by our people in Taiwan. The journal
attained its popularity because of the publication of articles critical of
the government. A journal of that nature can not be survived in our country.
Sure enough, the journal was suspended after publication of only 6 issues.
And Mr. Chang was under severe attack from the government. At that time,
in June 1977, the Congress of the United States was conducting a hearing on
human right in Taiwan. Mr. Chang was secretly invited to give testimony. He
successfully escaped Taiwan leaving his family behind him, and bravely exposed
oppressived measures of Taiwan government and inhumane treatment of political
prisoners by the Nationalist Chinese at the congressional hearing. Since
Mr. Chang's tenure in this country is rather short, he is unable to give a
speech in English. His speech will be translated for you by Mr. Lyu. Now
I would like to turn this microphone to Mr. Chang.
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TAIWANESE CONVENTION FOR INDEPENDENCE

PRESS CONFERENCE (1:00 to 2:00 pm, Dec.30, 1978)

INTRODUCTION

By Dr. M. C. Liau

Ladies and gentlemen, welcome to the press conference. I am Dr. Liau,
the president of Houston Formosan Club. The convention we are going to have
this afternoon is titled ''Taiwanese Convention for Independence'. We are
native Taiwanese who are the overwhelming majority, 85%, of the population
in Taiwan. We are not only speaking for the Taiwanese resided in this country,
we are representing the majority views of the people of Taiwan. The purpose
of this convention is to state our position on the impending recognition of
the People's Republic of China by this country, and to urge Taiwan government
to declare Taiwan Independence which is the best course to preserve the well
being of the people of Taiwan.

You may be shocked to learn that we are not opposed to the recognition
of Communist China. It is the recognition of simple reality as stated by
President Carter. We know that reality very well, and as a matter of fact
we have repeatedly urged Taiwan government to face that reality and to renouce
its representation of mainland China. It is the Nationalist Chinese who are
making vehement protests against the United States, burning American flags,
mobbing Christopher's delegation, injuring ambassador Unger and special envoy
Christopher. Taiwanese are not responsible for those acts, because we are
prohibited from staging any form of demonstration. The Nationalist Chinese,
who are in control of the government, made law for us to obey, but obvious
not for themselves to behave. It is embarrassingly unreal to refer to Taiwan
as a free and democratic country. The country is ruled by men, not by law;
ruled by dictatorship, not by democracy. The news media have the obligation
to inform the American public as to the real situation in Taiwan. And when
you use the terminology "Taiwanese', please use it more discreetly so that
our good name will not be further tarnished.

If the recognition of Communist China is the recognition of reality.
The existence of Taiwan as a separate entity is another reality. Our people
have been brainwashed to fear communism. It is utmost unjustified to push
people into communist camp. The fate of Taiwan should be decided by our own
people. We think Independent Taiwan is the best course for us.

It is my priviledge to introduce our speakers of the convention, Dr.
Hung and Mr. Chang. Both Dr. Hung and Mr. Chang are key members of the World
United Formosan for Independence. Dr. Hung is a civil engineer, working in
an engineering firm at Boston. He has been very active in promoting Taiwan
Independence. He was the one to initiate the publication of Mayflower, which
eventually became the official publication of the Formosan Club of America.
He has been the editor of Independent Taiwan, which is a monthly Journal of
the World United Formosan for Independence. He has contributed many valuable
articles in that Journal. Now I would like to turn this microphone to Dr.

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STATEMENT

By Mr. Chang

Ladies and gentlemen, my name is Ching-Chei Chang. I was born in 1942
in Taiwan. Since the day I was born until the day I left Taiwan, I was
educated under the Nationalist Chinese, but I have been always fighting
against them and looking for the independence of Taiwan.

During the past 300 years, we, Taiwanese people, have shed our blood
not only once but many times for the independence of Taiwan as revolutionary

fighters.

In 1895, Chin Dynasty was defeated by Japan, and Japan tried to take
over Taiwan, we, Taiwanese people, stood up to fight against Japan, and
more than 120,000 people were sacrified. The number of people sacrified, I
just mentioned, was the figure only for that year. During fifty years of
control under Japan, the independent movements of Taiwanese people were more
than hundred times. And the total number of people were killed up to 200,000.

In 1945, after World War II, Taiwan was turned over to the Republic of
China. As soon as they came over to Taiwan, we asked for self-control by
Taiwanese people, the price we paid for this is the lose of 20,000 people.
They were murdered by Chiang Kai-Sheik. This revolution happened on Feb. 28,
1947, and Taiwanese people controlled whole island for two weeks only before
thousands of Taiwanese people massacred by Chiang Kai-Shiek's army which
were sent to Taiwan from mainland China. Therefore the movement of inde-
pendence was halted temporarily, but we never stop thinking about another
revolutionary movement.

During thirty years of Nationalist China's control, the number of our
people murdered under the martial law was more than hundreds. There is no
way to tell you the exact number. At present, the political prisoner in
Taiwan are more than seven thousands

In the past, every Taiwanese independent revolution was oppressed by
dictator. But we strongly believe we will make it one of these days.

The majerity of Taiwanese realize U. S. government want to establish
the normalization relationship with the People's Republic of China. We
agree this is a simple fact. It is very obvious that not too many countries
believe Taiwan belongs to Taiwanese. Even U. S. government said "Taiwan is
part of China'". We, Taiwanese, are still strongly against this statement.
We deeply believe that Taiwan only belongs to Taiwanese. We will never give
up this principle, and we will keep our revolution moving until one day we
succeed. The government of Taiwan right now is frightened to death that
once U. S. government builds the diplomatic tie with Red China, they will
lose their power to control Taiwanese. We are not seeking for any help from
other countries to achieve our revolution, but we only hope that our own
revolution should be carried out without any interference of other country.
At last, we would like to answer any question about Taiwan if you may have.

He said the issue ‘‘isn’t a popular
cause’’ among the more than 1,000
Taiwanese living in Houston because
only a few people came to the demon-
stration Saturday.

Huang said supporters of the govern-
ment wanted to organize a counter-
demonstration in Houston Saturday, ‘but
we peacefully persuaded them not to
take a counter, action, We want to avoid
any clashes.”

Kuaj-Fung Chang, 406 Hickory Dr.,
said her brother Fu-Chung Chang was
one of .14 persons arrested Dec.. 13 on
saspicion of sedition in ‘the rally-turned-
riot, which was sponsoredi by Formosa
Magamne.

Suspicions surface
in professor’s death

TAIPEI, Taiwan (AP) — Taiwan se-
curity officials said Wednesday a visit-
ing university teacher from the United
States ‘“‘probably committed suicide” by
jumping from a tall building.

In Pittsburgh, however, the president
of Carnegie-Mellon University said he
thinks CMU assistant professor Chen
Wen-Cheng, 31, may have been killed for
his political views.

*“I believe the circumstances are so
suspicious that I am going to do every-
thing I can to see that the U.S. is going
to put the same pressure on Taiwan to
get an investigation of this as we did for
the nuns in El Salvador,”” CMU Presi-
dent Richard Cyert said.

“All of the circumstances point to a
situation in which Chen was killed be-
cause of his political views.”’

Chen, who taught mathematics, re-
turned to Taiwan on May 20 to visit rela-

tives. His body was found on a Taipei-

university campus Friday, 12 hours after
he was interrogated by the Garrison
Command, Taiwan’s highest security

organ.

~ Police said Chen was detained for
questioning because of reports he associ-
ated with the Taiwan independence
movement in the United States.

Authorities said preliminary investi-
gations indicated Chen fell from a near-
03 tall building and died of internal
injuries.

An autopsy report released Monday
said the professor had ‘13 broken ribs,
his pubis was cracked, and three spinal
vertebrae were also broken.”

The report caused wide speculation
about the cause of Chen's death. Some
local newspapers indicated he was
murdered.

A Command spokesman said Chen’s
“interview’’ was conducted in “‘a cordial
atmosphere,”” and that Chen was escort-
ed home after questioning was com-
pleted Thursday at 9:30 p.m.

Chen's family members said the
professor never returned home after his
meeting with security officials.

Police said witnesses saw Chen leave
home at 2 a.m. Friday. Hrs body was
discovered at 6 a.m.

RIGHT TO RETURN TO TAIWAN Dec. 2, 1986

The Formosan Association for Human Rights in Houston is here to
protest the Kuomintang's ( KMT, the ruling party in Taiwan) serious
violation of basic human rights. Mr. Hsu Hsing Liang was denied on the
30th of November and again on December 1st toreturn to his own
country. Mr. Hsu and his traveling party members were coming home to
help opposition candidates in the upcoming elections on December 6 of this
year.

The Universal Declaration of Human Right by United Nations in 1948 says
that " Everyone has the right to leave any country, including his own
country, and to return to his country ". Today, Mr. Hsu, a geniune native
Taiwanese, regardless of his political background, still has the right to
return to his country. This right is undeniable, undeprivable by any means.

Kuomintang, having been chased by its own Chinese people from mainland
China and fleeing to Taiwan in 1949, has imposed martial law in Taiwan for
almost 40 years. People in Taiwan have been deprived of constitutional
rights as well as basic human rights, which include the right to leave and to
return to their own country. KMT requested all air lines flying to Taipei not
to give seats to Mr. Hsu and his group.

Mr. Hsu was charged with conspiring to overthrow the government and has
been “wanted " for years. It is ironical that a government calling itself
“free” and "democratic” would prevent a "wanted" citizen from returning to
his own country and turn himself in!

Furthermore, it is by no means a crime to greet and welcome an old friend
at the airport after his long stay away from home. However, the
welcoming crowd was confronted by military police, water cannons, tear
gas and riot sticks! The right of these people to free express their political
beliefs and sentiments was clearly violated.

We demand the Kuomintang to immediately correct their mistakes. Let

Mr. Hsu and his overseas suporters return to their own country and let the
well wishers at the airport go unharrassed.

The demonstrators said their pro-
test was meant to focus on several
issues, and they called for:

<An end to governmental suppres-
sion and harassment of opposition
political leaders and parties in
Taiwan.

«Solving what they call Taiwan’s
severe enviromental problems,
which they say have been caused by
the government’s short-sighted and
exploitive industrial policies.

«Ending claims that the Taiwan-
ese government is the legitimate
government of mainland China,
claims the protestors say have led to
the island’s diplomatic isolation
from the rest of the world.

«Ending what they allege are pu-
nitive governmental restrictions on
travel to the island by Taiwanese
dissidents.

«Ending the government’s repres-
sion of the native Taiwanese dialect
and culture.

«And calling for a frec and demo-

cratic political system on the island.

CCNAA officials, contacted after
the protest, contended the demon-

CCNAA spokesman Edward Feng
says the government of the Republic
of China — the official name for the
government of Taiwan — is a free
and open democracy with full civil
and human rights. Feng does admit
that calling for a Taiwan indepen-
dent from the rest of China is illegal
in Taiwan, justifying the arrest of
opposition leaders there and the
government’s refusal to grant visas
to allow dissidents in this country to
visit their homeland.

Feng asserts that the demonstra-
tors’ aim was to overthrow the Tai-
wanese government.

‘“We are a democratic, free coun-
try and we are the only legitimate
government of all of China,” Feng
says. ‘“These people will cause vio-
lence or turbulence.”

Chien counters that the govern-
ment of the Republic of China is an
alien, fascist regime which seized
control of the island by force when
the Chinese Communists won the
Chinese Civil War in 1949.

Chien says he believes the island’s
government cannot hold back the
tides of change indefinitely and he
predicts that Taiwan will be truly
democratic and independent within
a decade. )

“‘Look at the world today,”” Chien
says. ‘‘Freedom is spreading every-
where.

PROTEST CHINESE HEGEMONY OVER TAIWAN
On Chinese Ambassador Li Dao-Yu's visit to Houston, we are taking this opportunity to protest
Chinese Hegemony over Taiwan.

On August 31, 1993, the State Department of the People’s Republic of China (PRC) issued the
"Taiwan Problem and China Unification White Paper,” which details China's fundamental
viewpoint and official policy toward Taiwan. From this document, we conclude that China
intentionally distorts Taiwan's history and misinterprets the international laws about Taiwan
so extensively that no reasonable party can tolerate this preposterously fabricated document.
Therefore, in addition to refuting its charade, we are expressing our anger toward the
Chinese government and our strong objections to this document.

This White Paper grotesquely distorts Taiwan's history and erroneously claims that Taiwan has
belonged to China for centuries. It resorts to historical sentiment and feudalistic rationale
to justify the so called "inevitable unification® of China and Taiwan via military threats.
It completely ignores the consensus that all modern countries are founded on the basis of
self-determination. In addition to the historical distortion and Chinese hegemony, the
declaration that "since the inception of the People's Republic of China, 157 countries having
diplomatic relations with China all recognize that there is only one China, and Taiwan is a
part of China" is also an unwittingly false statement.

-From the perspectives of international laws, Japan did not declare that Taiwan, the newly
liberated country after Second World War, should return to any country of government in the
San Francisco Peace Treaty of 1951. From the manifestos published by those 157 countries
establishing diplomatic relations with China, only a few °"recognize® that "Taiwan is an
indivisible part of People's Republic of China". Most of the countries either “acknowledge,”
"notice,” “observe,” “respect,” or “"understand and respect® that unilateral claim. More
than 40 countries never even mentioned the so-called “Taiwan Problem® in their manifestos.
Moreover, when the Chinese Communists overthrew the Republic of China and took over mainland
China in 1949, not only did they establish People’s Republic of China (PRC) but they also
refused to inherit any debts and other international duties from the previous government, the
Republic of China; therefore, PRC should be regarded as a full-fledged nation in this world.

Based on the theory of international laws, a new country's jurisdiction should only encompass
its effective territory. Since the PRC never ruled any part of Taiwan, there should not be
any jurisdictional relations between these two countries. Consequently, the PRC's claim that
it owns Taiwan's territorial sovereignty does not have any legal basis at all.

As a sovereign, peace-loving nation, Taiwan is wiiling to develop- friendly relations with

China. These relations, however, should be based on a mutual respect of sovereignty and

1. China can never distort the territorial integrity and national sovereignty of Taiwan.

2. No other nations, including the PRC, can ever interfere with Taiwan's privileges, bestowed
upon by the international laws, to join the United Nations and other international
organizations, and to participate in international activities.

=. To assure the peace in Asia and the whole world, China should immediately relinquish its
aggression and ambition toward Taiwan.

4. Taiwan is an independent country and not a part of Chipa; it is neither Republic of China
nor People's Republic of China.

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A Statement of Taiwanese Americans In Houston

Regarding the Thousand-Island Lake Massacre In China

April 15, 1994

Based on the following facts and understandings, we, the Taiwanese Americans
in Houston, strongly condemn the mass killing crime at “Thousand-Island Lake” in
China and protest the intentional cover-up of the mass murder by the Chinese Gov-
ernment.

1.

On March 31, 32 people were killed on a boat at “Thousand-Island Lake” in
China. 24 of the victims were from Taiwan. Chinese government has called
this incident “a simple and isolated accident.”

All 32 people (including the captain and 7 Chinese) were found dead in a 10' X
15' small room in the boat’s bottom level. The boat was set fire and there was
no sign of any victim trying to escape.

Most jewelry, gold rings, gold watches, and money were not found. There were
several bullet holes found on the boat.

The Chinese officials performed autopsy before the families of the victims
arrived. Later, the families of the victims requested to ship, with their own
money, the bodies back to Taiwan for burial, a tradition of both Taiwanese and
Chinese, but the Chinese officials rejected this request. In addition, they forced
the families to agree to cremate the bodies and accept “Accidental death cer
tificate” before releasing the families.

Media reporters were banned from covering the incident, visiting local people,
and taking picture of the boat and victims’ badly burned bodies. Their films
and video tapes were taken away when they left China. Taiwan’s official was
not allowed to go with the families of the victims.

This terrible incident once again shows the completely different paths of social
development between Taiwan and China. It further strengthens our belief that Tai-
wan should remain to be an independent country. A government that does not respect
human life and human rights has no right to claim sovereignty over Taiwan. Further-
more, a country, whose officials intentionally cover up a mass murder crime, is not
qualified for the United States to grand her the “Most-Favored Country” status.

This tragic incident also demonstrates the Triwan government’s inability to nego-
tiate with China to protect Taiwansse travelling ebroad. Taiwan official’s “One China,
Taiwan is a part of China” policv has jeopardired Taiwznese citizens in China and
place them at the mercy of the Chinese. Therefore, we urge the Taiwan authorities to
abandon immediately the so called “unification gu’deline” and declare Taiwan Inde-
pendence, so that the lives and prosperity of the Taiwanese people can be safeguarded.

Taiwanese Americans in Texas to demonstrate against Jiang

When China’s president, Jiang Zemin, comes to visit Texas, he will be greeted by a large group
of Taiwanese Americans. He will hear slogans and see banners such as “Down with Chinese
missiles!”, “One Taiwan, One China,” “Recognize Independent Taiwan!™ and the organizers of
the demonstration in various locations in Texas (Houston, October 23; College Station, October
24; and Crawford, October 25) are preparing the showdown.

Taiwanese Americans are staging their demonstrations against Jiang because of China’s
persistent hegemony against Taiwan. Taiwan has its territories, its own government, and military
forces and it maintains diplomatic relationships with other nations. In March of 20007 the newly
democratized country elected Chen Sui-Bian, a candidate from the DPP (Democratic Progressive
Party), as its president, ending the 50-year authoritarian regime of the KMT (Kuomintang). The
peaceful transfer of power on the island nation serves as a model for democratization of all
countries still under authoritarian rules. China, however, has persistently interfered with
Taiwan’s diplomatic affairs, by using menacing tactics to prevent other countries to establish
diplomatic relationships with Taiwan, while claiming Taiwan is a part of China.

During the first popular election of Taiwan’s president in March 1996, China launched three
ground-to-ground M-9 missiles that landed near two major Taiwanese ports, triggering a series
of international condemnations. In the same period, China also conducted a large-scale military
exercise along the Chinese coasts near Taiwan. It ended after President Clinton dispatched US
carriers Nimitz and Independence near the Taiwan Strait. Since then, however, China has
deployed 400 missiles along the coast of the Taiwan Strait aiming at Taiwan.

We strongly call for Jiang to recognize the obvious fact that Taiwan is an independent
nation and to respect the rights of its 23 million citizens. In addition we also intend to
promote public awareness that China’s deployment of 400 missiles threatens the peace and
harmony of the Asian Pacific region. We seriously demand the immediately removal those
missiles as urged by the EU Parliament on September 5

Speech Title: San Francisco Peace Treaty and Taiwan

by Dr. Hans Stockton

[ would like to thank Eddie Chuang and the sponsors of this workshop for their kind invitation to have me
address this audience. [ have spent the last ten years studying Taiwan's domestic and international
development and have both professional and personal reasons to see Taiwan continue to prosper as a free

democratic state.

[ would like to also express one caution, however. As many of you might be able to tell by now, [ am
neither Taiwanese or Chinese. I am neither a citizen of the ROC or the PRC. As such, I feel that it is
none of my business to try to convince any of you here today "what" to think about this topic of
discussion. It is my role, I believe, to try to present an objective assessment that might encourage people
about "how" to think about this topic.

When examining the SFPT of 1951 and its ramifications for Taiwan, we should not simply take a snap-
shot approach to the issues involved. From the beginning, the discussion of Taiwan's sovereignty has
been dynamic and has ebbed and flowed in the ocean of international affairs. Prior to the end of WW II
and subsequent signing of the SFPT, the issue of Taiwan's sovereignty (or ownership) was addressed in
the Cairo and Potsdam Declarations. The SFPT was essentially premised on those prior agreements, but
was disappointing in its absence of strict guidance about Taiwan. The fourth document that, I think, tends
to offer some closure on the Taiwan question, is the Sino-Japanese Peace treaty of 1952.

The Cairo Declaration of December 1943, issued by President Franklin D. Roosevelt, Prime Minister
Winston Churchill, and Generalissimo Chiang-Kai Shek, states that, "All territories Japan has stolen from
the Chinese, such as Manchuria, Formosa, and the Pescadores, shall be restored to the Republic of China."
Clearly, at this early juncture, the allies needed the cooperation of China in the Pacific War and assumed
that it was Chiang's Nationalist government that they would be dealing with after the war.

The Potsdam Conference, July 1945, issued by Premier Josef Stalin, President Harry S. Truman, and
Prime Minister Churchill, reaffirms that "the terms of the Cairo Declaration be carried out." (Thus a
return of Formosa to the ROC). As Potsdam was primarily aimed at establishing a framework for drafting
treaties of peace with European states, attention to the Taiwan issue is slight. Unfortunately, we find no
help by referencing the Russo-Chinese Treaty of August 14, 1945. In this treaty, we find clear language
on the disposition of Port Arthur, Outer Mongolia, and Dairen, but find no mention of the disposition of

Taiwan.

The "Instrument of Japanese Surrender” of September 1945, provides that "Japan accepts the provisions
set forth in the Potsdam Declaration.” The following month, on October 25™  the Republic of China
declared Taiwan to be the 35" province of China.

So, by the end of 1945, Taiwan was recognized by the major powers to be the de facto sovereignty of the
Republic of China. De jure recognition of this was still not complete, and would wait until the signing of

a formal peace with Japan in 1951.
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The Australian Prime Minister, Robert Menzies, also stated that the “judicial status of Formosa remained
to be determined...”.

Furthermore, there is no "China" signatory to the 1951 peace treaty with Japan as neither government was
invited to participate in the signing ceremony in San Francisco. At one point, early in 1951, the ROC was
a participant. This participation was interrupted when the ROC delegation walked out of meetings in
protest to procedural matters concerning votes on ratification of the treaty.

The absence of a "China" at the San Francisco Treaty signing is the result of a major dispute between the
United States and Britain during the drafting of the treaty. During discussions on the draft of the treaty,
Britain urged the US to include the PRC as a signatory and further proposed that Formosa be returned to
the PRC government. Britain threatened to veto the Treaty of Peace with Japan if these conditions were
not met. In June 1951, US Secretary Dulles reached a secret agreement with his British counter-part to
not invite either China to the signing, provided that each sign a bilateral peace treaty with Japan within
three years.

The allies intentionally left the question of Formosa and the Pescadores unattended thinking that the
situation would be resolved eventually in the United Nations. A debate over the sovereignty of Taiwan
would be contained to that of belonging to the ROC or PRC. The possibility of Taiwan existing apart
from either of these governments was never an agenda item in the UN and was clearly unacceptable to
either government. Clearly, the door was left slightly ajar for a future consideration.

Subsequently, on April 28, 1952, "The Treaty of Peace between the Republic of China and Japan" was
signed in Taipei. This treaty plugs some of the vagaries left over from the SFPT after the fact. Here
again, Japan repeated its renunciation of its claims to Taiwan (Formosa) and the Pescadores in Article 2.
This treaty, however, limits Japan's recognition of the ROC to the government and territory of Taiwan.
Article 10 stipulates that "nationals of the ROC shall be deemed to include all the inhabitants and former
inhabitants of Taiwan (Formosa) and Penghu (the Pescadores)... in accordance with the laws and
regulations which have been or may hereafter be enforced by the Republic of China in Taiwan and
Penghu.:. " This distinction was even formally extended to the designation of goods exported from the
ROC to Japan. Only goods originating from Taiwan or Penghu would be categorized as being from the

ROC.

Thus, if we only examine the words and intentions of the primaries of the SFPT (US, Britain, and Russia),
there is fruitful ambiguity surrounding Taiwan to discuss. At the time, the issue of Taiwan was viewed by
the US and UK as an inconvenient and relatively unimportant obstacle to insuring international support
for the SFPT. The Americans and British clearly felt that the "ownership" of Taiwan, assigned to the
ROC, was a "stop-gap" solution in 1943. Despite the Cairo and Potsdam declarations, this issue was still
open until the 1950 Chinese invasion of South Korea. During this time, a wide range of actions were
considered in the US and the United Nations, including the overthrow of Chiang Kai-shek and UN
trusteeship for Taiwan.

Perhaps had the US not been so single-mindedly consumed with Japan's reconstruction and gathering
major state support for the United Nations, a more lengthy discussion of alternatives might have been
conducted. The mainland's invasion of South Korea ended any hope of near-term discussion of an
independent Taiwan, but did provide for the survival of the Republic of China on Taiwan.

Remark: Dr Hans Stockton is a professor of international studies at the University of St. Thomas,

and teaches political science at the University of Houston. His research includes political and
economic development in Pacific Asia, namely Japan, South Korea and Taiwan.
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Between 1945 - 1950, the United States did not make a formal declaration regarding the permanent future
legal status of Taiwan. President Truman stated in September 1950 that, "Determination of the future
status of Taiwan must await restoration of security in the Pacific, a peace settlement with Japan, or
consideration by the United Nations." It is argued that Truman secretly hoped that the situation would be
resolved in a more immediate manner with Taiwan's fall to a communist invasion. Thus, even though the
Cairo Declaration, 7 years earlier, returned Taiwan to the ROC, it is clear that the primary question about
sovereignty was still in doubt from the perspective of the US. Both Beijing and Taipei reacted strongly
against Truman's statement claiming that Taiwan was part of China. It is interesting to note that between
1945 - 1950, the United States and other allies in the UN contemplated a range of actions including the
overthrow of Chiang Kai-shek, installation of a puppet government, and the designation of Taiwan as a
UN trusteeship, pending a plebiscite. -

Unfortunately, there was never restoration of security in the Pacific and the peace settlement with Japan
avoided the issue. Ultimately, however, as long as the US was able to corral its allies into supporting the
ROC's claims to not only Taiwan but China, the issue of sovereignty was never successfully challenged in
the General Assembly or Security Council up to 1971.

The Nationalist's defeat in the Chinese civil war by 1949 introduced the new reality that the ROC existed
only on Taiwan and surrounding islands. From the lack of intervention by the international community, it
is clear that the major powers and the UN felt that the KMT's retreat to the island was not as an invading
force in violation of Taiwan's sovereignty. Taiwan sovereignty was recognized as falling under the
jurisdiction of the Nationalist government. (This point was discussed briefly in the United Nations,
however.)

The outbreak of the Korean War changed the American perspective of the ROC on Taiwan. Prior to
1950, the US was pledged to non-interference in the civil war between the "two factions", although it
continued to honor its war-time diplomatic obligations to the ROC government in exile on Taiwan. With
the entry of China into the Korean conflict in November 1950, the ROC was included in the American
Pacific Theater defensive perimeter and the US pledged its military and economic support to Chiang Kai-
shek. This was the single most important turning point for Taiwan's survival to this day. China's invasion
of South Korea spurred fears of communist internationalism and mobilized the China lobby in the US
congress to pressure Truman to elevate America's commitments to the ROC.

The Treaty of Peace with Japan, signed in San Francisco on September 8, 1951 did nothing whatsoever to
provide guidance for Taiwan's future international legal status vis a vis China. Chapter 2; Article 2(b) on
"Territory" of the treaty states, "Japan renounces all right, title, and claim to Formosa and the
Pescadores." Article 10 states that, "Japan renounces all special rights and interests in China...".
Nowhere is there mention of a Republic of China nor a People's Republic of China; simply "China".
Taiwan, while mentioned by name, was not designated to any particular successor government.

One's only recourse to identify "ownership" of Taiwan is to refer back to the preceding Cairo and
Potsdam Declarations, but this is problematic. Were the Cairo and Potsdam Declarations formal treaties
or simply "agreements" based on conditions at the time? Since the conditions of each declaration were
indeed negotiable after the war, then one would lean towards flexible agreement and not legally binding
agreement.

In 1951, the British Foreign Secretary Sir Anthony Eden stated that “retrocession [to a truly sovereign
government] never took place” because of the Chinese civil war. According to Sir Eden, the San
Francisco Peace Treaty “did not operate as a transfer to Chinese sovereignty... [and that]... de jure
sovereignty is uncertain or undetermined.”

Speech Title: Who Owns Taiwan? The People of Taiwan By Mr. Mike Fonte

Today marks the 50th anniversary of the San Francisco Peace Treaty. One outstanding question remains
from this Treaty, by which the Allied Powers formally ended the war with Japan. Who owns Taiwan?

In the Treaty, Japan renounced all right, title and claim to Taiwan, but no beneficiary was named. The
shared expectations of the parties to the Peace Treaty was that Taiwan's legal status, though temporarily left
undetermined, would be decided at an opportune time in accord with the principles of the United Nations
Charter - notably the principles of self-determination of people and non-use of force in settling territorial or
other disputes.

Chiang Kai-shek's Nationalist government had been given trusteeship of Taiwan after World War II and
moved there fully in 1949. Chiang wrecked havoc on the native Taiwanese who made up 85% of the people
on the island. No freedom of the press, speech or assembly was allowed. The people never had the
opportunity, as so many former colonies did after World War II, to decide their own future. Self-
determination was denied them.

Chiang's myth - that his Nationalist regime was the real government of Taiwan and all of China as well - was
tacitly supported by the U.S. Twenty years after the San Francisco Peace Treaty, in October 1971 at the
United Nations, Chiang's myth was replaced by a new one - that Mao Tsetung's regime represented China,
and Taiwan as well.

In reality, Taiwan has existed as a sovereign, independent country for over fifty years. Taiwan and the PRC
are two separate sovereign states, diverging fundamentally in their political, economic, social and cultural
systems. Taiwan is not part of the PRC; it is not a renegade province of the PRC.

Taiwan's present and future destiny is not an internal affair of the PRC. Although Taiwan has been kept
outside the United Nations for the past thirty years and its formal diplomatic relations with other countries
have greatly shrunk, Taiwan has not ceased to exist. Thanks to the tireless efforts of its intelligent,
hardworking people Taiwan has evolved into a country that is

economically prosperous and politically democratic.

Instead of an internationally supervised plebiscite, the Taiwanese people have achieved effective self-
determination through their collective efforts in the political, economic, social, and cultural spheres.

Current U.S. policy states that any resolution of the Taiwan Strait question must be peaceful, mutually
accepted by the PRC and Taiwan, and, because Taiwan is a democracy, have the consent of the people of
Taiwan. In effect, the policy treats Taiwan and the PRC as equal partners that the U.S. wishes to see engage
in a dialogue that leads to both sides agreeing on what A one China means.

Now that the citizens of Taiwan have exercised their democratic rights, effectively achieving the right to
self-determination implied in the San Francisco Peace Treaty, it is time for the U.S. to articulate a one-PRC,
one Taiwan policy that reflects this new reality.

It is my honor to present the brief history of Taiwan to you.

A.  Non-Government Period (prior to 16th century)
1430 Cheng Ho, a Chinese navigator, accidentally found Taiwan.
About 60 years earlier than Columbus found North America.
15 century  Taiwan inhabited by tribes of Malayo-Polynesian aborigines
15-18 century Hoklo emigrated from Fukien province in China, began settling on Taiwan
16-18 century Following Hoklo, Hakka immigrated from Kwangtung province to Taiwan

B.  Colony Period (17th century to 20th century)

1624 First colony established by Dutch on southern part of Taiwan

1626 Second colony by Spain who controlled northern part of Taiwan.

1662 Ming Dynasty loyalist Koxinga expelled Dutch & Spain, gained full control of Taiwan.
This was a major emigration from China.

1683 Taiwan militarily incorporated in Ching dynasty

1887 Ching dynasty annexes Taiwan, giving it provincial status

1895 China lost the Sino-Japanese war, ceded Taiwan to Japan in perpetuity

Note: Officially Ching dynasty only controlled Taiwan for 8 years.
1895-1945  Third colony by Japan

1945 Allies Powers gave Chiang Kai-Shek temporary administrative control over Taiwan
until a solution is found.

1947 Fourth colony by Nationalist China, Kuomingtang (KMT) Party,
Republic of China (ROC)

Republic of China killed more than 20,000 Taiwanese elite on 2/28 massacre
1949-1987  Republic of China imposed martial law in Taiwan for 38 years
1951/9/8 The San Francisco Peace Treaty signed by 48 Allied Powers and Japan. Article 2(b)
of this treaty states “Japan renounces all right, title and claim to Taiwan”, but no
beneficiary was mentioned. Neither ROC, nor People’s Republic of China (PRC)
received control over Taiwan.

1971 PRC replaced ROC’s seat in the United Nations.

1979 US recognized People’s Republic of China and de-recognized ROC.

1979/4/10 US congress signed Taiwan Relations Act (H.R.2479) to protect Taiwan

1986 First opposition party, the Democratic Progressive Party (DPP) was formed 9/28

C.  Democratic Period ( Beginning of 21th Century)
1996 Lee Teng-hui of KMT was elected as president of ROC by the popular votes
2000 Chen Shui-bian of DPP was elected as president of ROC. Served 8 years

Today i1s the 50" anniversary of San Francisco Peace Treaty, which was signed
by 48 Allied countries, and Japan in 1951 after World War II.
