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Healthcare Challenges in Taiwan:
The Conference Report

The host and moderator: Dr. Lee H. Hillborne, MD, MPH, Professor of Pathology, and Director of the
Center for Patient Safety and Quality, at the David Geffen School of Medicine at UCLA.

UCLA hosted the conference on “Healthcare Challenges in Taiwan”, which showcased the universal healthcare
coverage, and other significant healthcare achievements and challenges in Taiwan. The Taiwanese healthcare
system becomes a model of universal healthcare delivery and coverage for US as well as other countries. This
marked the first formal presentation, at a major US University, to highlight the contributions of Taiwan to global
health. It also concluded the importance of Taiwan's entry into the World Health Organization (WHO).

About one hundred persons showed up enthusiastically, and filled the whole auditorium. Dr. Lee H. Hillborne,
the host and moderator, welcomed the guests and audience, and introduced the speaker and panelists.

Topic: The Battle Against SARS: Taiwan's Experience.
Speaker: Dr Twu Shiing-Jer, MD MPH, PhD, the Vice Chairman, Forum of National Health Research
Institute, former Minister, Department of Health, Taiwan.

The first speaker, Dr. Twu, summarized the battle against SARS. As the highest-ranking health officer during
the SARS outbreak, he showed that the initial SARS cases started in southern China in September 2002, and
disseminated rapidly to many countries. Despite the efforts in Taiwan to prevent and quarantine SARS cases, (0.5%
of population were isolated,) it was not until March 2003 that Taiwan became epidemic. Then contagious SARS
disseminated very rapidly from northern to southern Taiwan. Unfortunately, there were 346 cases of mortality: 218
were female, and 128 were male. In terms of mortality rate, Taiwan has the lowest among 5 countries with mortality
cases. Itbecame clear that China covered up the contagious SARS cases, and did not prevent SARS from spreading
to 30 countries. There were 8437 morbid cases reported, and 813 cases of mortality globally.

During the first 4 months of SARS epidemic, there was little information regarding SARS; however, after
concerted efforts lead by WHO, more diagnoses and treatments information became available. Since Taiwan did not
have WHO membership, the 2 WHO experts did not arrive at Taiwan until 7 weeks after the initial reported case in
Taiwan. In contrast, it only took one week for WHO experts to go to Singapore, after the first case reported there.

The skyrocketing cost of SARS in Taiwan was as high as $ 50 billions US Dollars. The statistics were alarming,
too. There were 50,319 persons quarantined due to sick contact; another 80,813 persons quarantined due to recent
travels to epidemic areas. In order to successfully quarantine SARS, the healthcare personnel spent a lot to procure
adequate equipments, and to detain viral strains. They also tried to develop timely and effective infection control
protocols. Since 15% patients were healthcare professionals and got infected at the frontline, those sick leaves
stretched the full capacity of the remaining 85% healthcare workers.

Other features of the SARS battle include: many patients were ignorant of SARS; initially there were no public
health experts to formulate the good strategic planning; no alarming system to signal the initial transmission; low-
ranking officers did not follow through the orders, or resisted them across the party line; several support systems got

depleted; some ignorant laypersons were in fear; some hospitals got infected and contaminated with contagious viral
strains.
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Crisis creates opportunities. After such catastrophe, the mechanisms for disease control and prevention
become mature, the alarming system for infection was set, hospital infectious control protocols since were
established. The global crises in 2003 were costly, still no one knows exactly if SARS would come back. Dr Twu
asked 2 questions: First, Would China be honest about what had been done, and what should be done? It remains to
be answered. Second, Could Taiwan get the international assistance and expertise in timely manner? Dr. Twu's
answer to the second question is no, before Taiwan's entry into WHO.

Topic: Taiwan's National Health Insurance: Successes and Challenges
Speakers: Professor Ernest YT Yen, MD, Associate Professor of Family Practice,
David Geffen School of Medicine at UCLA,
Jason Wang, MD, Pardee RAND Graduate School, and pediatrician,
. David Geffen School of Medicine at UCLA.

Dr. Ernest Yen showed the audience the geographical beauty of Taiwan, with the transparency films. He also
showed the historical evolution of Taiwan: the healthcare evolved and integrated into many people's daily routines.
He further demonstrated the Taiwanese' social gathering, and how Taiwanese exchange messages in the yards, or
parks or even in hospitals. They show concern or support while their friend or relative did not show up, or was
hospitalized. As Taiwanese society is graying, the social gathering becomes an informal recreational day care
model.

Dr. Yen commented that the features of healthcare in Taiwan include: fast turnover in office visit, “good
doctors” make quickly diagnoses, and formulate “efficient”, and supposedly “effective” treatment plans. The
patients are willing to take new and potent, sometimes unproven medications. The consumers are taking many
nutritional supplements even the claims are equivocal. They often bypass the primary care doctors, and get to see
specialists as soon as possible. There is equilibrium between all the players in the healthcare field. Costis rising.

Dr. Jason Wang said, the expenditure of healthcare Taiwan equals to 5% of GDP of Taiwan. It is relatively
inexpensive, compared with the expenditure of healthcare in US (14% of GDP.) Other features also include
universal and easy access, and frequent follow up visits. What are the vicious cycles surrounding the healthcare of
Taiwan? As Dr. Wang pointed out, there are 2 vicious cycles: one is doctors' cycle, and the other is patients' cycle.
Doctors briefly spent 2 to 5 minutes on average, to diagnose and treat each patient. Doctors often neither get
sufficient history, nor do adequate physical exam. On the other hand, patients often complained that doctors rushed
to finish the office visits. Patients often did not get the answer, explanation or instruction adequately or properly, and
their problems might not be taken care of. Patients often did not know their medical issues well. They go to doctor's
recurrent and frequent appointments. They often request potent and extra drugs.

As far as the goals of healthcare are concerned, the categories of efficiency, equality, and utilization do not meet
the goals. The healthcare delivery is not equal, despite the fees of service at different areas are the same. Since the
equipments and facilities are different in various areas, big hospitals at metropolitan areas are often better at patients'
impression.

Panel discussion: Panelist: Dr. Steven Asch, MD, MPH, Deputy Associate Chief of Staff for Health Service
Research, VA Greater Los Angeles Healthcare System, UCLA, and Policy Analyst, RAND; Dr. Yen, and Dr.
Wang.

Dr. Asch stressed the importance of quality measurement, and utilization review. Different parameters of
service could be measured repeatedly without bias. They should be done in done in Taiwan, to maintain quality, to
protect patients, and to encourage good doctors. Since the error rate of quality measurement of US healthcare equals
to 45%, the high percentage means bankruptcy to manufacturing sector, and room to improve in US healthcare. It is
expected that the quality of healthcare in Taiwan should improve as well.

Dr. Yen said with pride that improved longevity and low newborn mortality rate are outstanding in Taiwan.

The participant Dr. Berwyn Lin commented that the authoritative Red Book, cited the researches from Taiwan
regarding the issue of breastfeeding of mothers as Hepatitis B careers. Since the contributions of Taiwan are relevant
and important, Taiwan should not be excluded from WHO. The authority of SARS, and Corona-virus, Dr. Michel
Lai, MD, is now the associate director, Academia Sinica, also in charge of the SARS research. He commented that
the name of Taiwan could not be shown often at the international meetings, because of the opposition from China.
The researchers should participate, identify they are from Taiwan, and show the confidence and pride.

Dr Hillborne concluded that this new academic presentation allowed American audience to know the
contribution of healthcare in Taiwan, and also the importance of Taiwan's entry into WHO.
