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An overview of the events of 1947

After the end of World War I, the Allied Forces left the
occupation of Taiwan to Chiang, who was still holding on to
large parts of China with his Nationalist forces. The Taiwanese,
who had been under Japanese rule from 1895 through 1945,
initially welcomed the Chinese Nationalist forces. But their
joy soon changed into sorrow and anger, when the new au-
thorities turned out to be repressive and corrupt. The 28 Feb-
ruary 1947 arrest of a woman selling cigarettes without a li-
cense was the spark, which led to large-scale public protests
against repression and corruption. For some ten days, Chiang
still on the mainland and his governor Chen Yi kept up the
pretense of negotiations with leaders of the protest movement,
but at the same time they sent troops from the mainland. As
soon as the troops arrived, they started rounding up and ex-
ecuting people, in particular scholars, lawyers, doctors, stu-
dents and local leaders of the protest movement. In total be-
tween 18,000 and 28,000 people were murdered. Thousands
of others were arrested and imprisoned in the “White Terror”
campaign, which took place in the following decade. Many of
these remained imprisoned until the early 1980s.

Until a few years ago, the events of 1947 were a taboo
subject on the istand. The Kuomintang authorities did not want
to be reminded of their dark past and the people did not dare to
speak out for fear of retribution by the KMT’s secret police.

Formosa Betrayed

A courageous American diplomat, Mr. George H. Kerr,
who worked at the ¥JS Consulate in Taipei at the time of the
massacre, observed many atrocities in person. He later on set
out to write down his observations and research, which was
published in 1965 as “Formosa Betrayed”, published by
Houghten Mifflin, and republished in 1992 by the Taiwan
Publishing Co., Irvine CA. Copies can be ordered by faxing
to (714) 863-3141.

After the Fapanese surrender in 1945, the Formosans,
despite the Cairo Declaration, hoped for a guaranteed neu-
trality under American or interpational trusteeship. Instead,
they were delivered over to another and more oppressive
occupation. Their prosperous society was invaded by a horde
of mainland Chinese, often brutal, ignorant, and greedy — the
dregs of the Nationalist army. The new governor, under orders,
bled the island dry, ruthlessly and with dispatch.

Yet still the Formosans hoped. American propaganda,
promising freedom to all oppressed peoples, and citing the
glorious Revolution of 1776, continued to pour in upon them.
In February 1947 unarmed Formosans rose en masse to de-
mand reforms in the administration at Taipei. Chiang Kai-
shek’s answer was a brutal massacre. Thousands died — first
among them were the leaders who had asked for American
help. Washington turned a deaf ear, while the Chinese com-
munists rejoiced. After Chiang’s military collapse and retreat
to Formosa the situation became even worse. As American
emotional commitment to Chiang became more fervent,
Formosan hope for American or United Nations intervention
or understanding faded and died.

Formosa killings are put at 10,000

Foreigners say the Chinese slaughtered
demonstrators without provocation

Nanking, March 28, 1947 - Foreigners who have just returned
ta China from Formosa corroborate reports of wholesale slaughter
by Chinese troops and police during anti-Government demonstra-
tions a month ago, These witnesses estimale that 10,000 Formosans
were killed by the Chinese armed forces. The killings were described
as “completely unjustified” in view of the nature of the demonstrations.
The anti-Government demonstrations were said to have been by un-
armed persons whose intentions were peaceful Every foreign report
to Nanking denies charges that Communists or Japanese inspired or
organized the parades. Foreigners who left Formosa a few days ago
say that an uneasy peace had been established almost everywhere,
but executions and arrests continued.Many Formosans were said to
have fled to the hills fearing they would be killed if they returned to
their homes.

An American who had just arrived in China from Taihoku said
that troops from the mainland arrived there March 7 and indulged in
three days of indiscriminate killing and looting. For a time everyone
seen on the streets was shot at, homes were broken into and occu-
pants killed. In the poorer sections the streets were said to have been
littered with dead. There were instances of beheadings and mutila-
tion of bodies, and women were raped, the American said. Two for-
eign women, who were near at Pingtung near Takao, called the ac-
tions of the Chinese soldiers there a massacre. “They said unarmed
Formosans took over the administration of the town peacefully on
March 4 and used the local radio station o caution apainst violence.
Chinese were well received and invited to lunch with the Formosan
leaders. Later a bigger group of soldiers came and launched a sweep
through the streets. The people were machine-gunned, Groups were
rounded up and executed.

The man who had served as the town’s spokesman was killed.
His body was left for a day in a park and no one was permitted to
remove it. A Briton described similar events at Takao, where un-
armed Formosans had taken over the running of the city. He said that
after several days Chinese soldiers from an outlying fort deployed
through the streets killing hundreds with machine-guns and rifles
and raping and looting, Formosan leaders were thrown into prison,
marty bound with thin wire that cut deep into the flesh,

The foreign witnesses reported that leaflets signed with the
name of Generalissimo Chiang Kai-shek promising leniency, and
urging ail who had fled to return, were dropped from airplanes. Asa
result many came back to be imprisoned or executed. “There seemed
to be a policy of killing off all the best people,” one foreigner asserted.
The foreigners® stories are fully supported by reports of every impor-
tant foreign embassy or legation in Nanking, Formosans are reported
to be seeking United Nations” action on their case. Some have ap-
proached foreign consuls to ask that Formosa be put under the juris-
diction of Allied Supreme Command or be made an American
protectorate. Formosan hostility to the mainland. Chinese has
deepened. Two women who described events at Pingtung said that
when Formosans assembled to take over the administration of the
town they sang “The Star Spangled Banner.”
