TaiwanIndependence Party (TAIP) also
gave a speech requesting the UN to ac-
cept Taiwan,

The hour passed by very quickiy
as the demonstration permit ended ex-
actly at twelve. The original plan of the
organizer was to march to Time Square
and rally then to the Chinese Consulate
General for protest. However, since the
city was under high security, the rally at
Time square was cancelled. Many Tai-
wanese just took their placards and walk
over 12 big blocks to the Chinese Con-
sulate General. They distributed flyers
as they walked through the busy 42™
street.

The Chinese Consulate General is
located at a less busy area by the Hudson
River. Most of the Taiwanese arrived ap-
proximately at 1PM while some others
took the double decker bus that the or-
ganizer rented for publicity. The crowd
quickly gathered and started another session of pro-Taiwan
cheering “Shame on China”, “Shame on Jiang Zemin”,
“Shame on Li Peng”, “Shame on Zhu Rongji” were as loud
as it can be. Special air horns were used to generate a good
volume, which penetrated the walls of the Chinese Consu-
late General.

A protest letter was read publicly and the three orga-
nizers were sent to deliver the letter. They were rejected at
the door by an official inside. Joshua Tin, one of the orga-
nizer came back to say “You[China] call us your fellow
countrymen, and you don’t even have courtesy to accept our
letter? What kind of country are you?” The crowds were
very unsatisfied and started another wave of cheers.

Deputy chairman Ho of Taiwan Independence Party
got into an argument with a female student holding the flag
of ROC. Mr. Ho forcefully took the flag and stepped on the
ground. “You are not Taiwanese if you hold that flag!” he
said, the girl replied with “Isn’t Chen Shui-Bian the presi-
dent of Taiwan? Aren’t we all here for Taiwan?” Organizers
quickly separated them and it ended with the TAIP’s chair-
man Cheng’s apology to the students.

The protest at the Chinese embassy ended at 2:50PM
and the groups were dismissed to the buses waiting at nearby
streets. The double decker took the friends from Canada for
a brief tour of the Big Apple. The organizer thanked all for
their participation. “Taiwan will have a bright and promis-
ing future because of everyone’s participation”, one orga-
nizer said.

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New York, Sept 5 - Thousands of Taiwanese North
Americans from various part of the world gathered at Dag
Hammarskjold Plaza on Sept 5th for a rally to call for UN to
accept Taiwan as a full and equal member of the United
Nations,

They came from as far as Tajwan, Toronto and
Montreal in Canada. Taiwanese from New York, Boston,
Albany, Chicago, Philadelphia, New Jersey, Baltimore, San
Jose, Maryland and Washington DC all joined this rally that
the organizers described as the “most excited one ever”.

The group first rallied at the Hammarskjold Plaza.
Prominent members of the Taiwanese communities read
statements urging the UN to respect the rights of the 23 mil-
lion Taiwanese people. Former DPP chairman Yao, now the
special advisor to President Chen of Taiwan also came all
the way from Taiwan to show the support of the president.
He pointed out some groups that received grants from the
Taiwanese government were opposing Taiwan’s entry to UN.
“Those grants should be cut!” he said. Overseas Legislator
Chang also spoke and led the group in slogan chanting, Frank
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Su, NY chapter president of the Formosan Association for
Public Affairs read statements from congressmen and con-
gresswomen in support of Taiwan’s bid for UN.

The statements referred in particular to House Reso-
lution HR 390, expressing the sense of the congress regard-
ing Taiwan’s participation in the UN, which will be debated
in Congress in the second half of September. DPP America-

East chairman Joshua Tin also lead the group in cheers in
suppott of Taiwan and its membership in the UN, He asked
the crowd “Are you the citizens of People’s Republic of
China?” “No!”, the crowd replied with excitement and
determination.

There were large blimps with prints saying “Taiwan is
not China” and “UN, Say yes to Taiwan”, The balloons were
very visible from distance, which caught much of the atten-
tion from the nearby protestors. The most special part of the
rally was the partici-
pation ofthe Ambas-
sadors to the UN of
the St. Vincent
islands, a country
that has permanent
diplomatic relations
with Taiwan. “I
heard what the Tai-
wanese people
want”, “We will not
give up until Taiwan
is in the UN™, his
speech with such de-
termination cheered
up the crowd even
more.
